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Parashas Tzav -  The Korban Minchah, Matzah and Pesach 

Matzah is mentioned for the first time in Parashas Tzav in connection with the Korban Minchah, as 
follows: “This is the law of the Korban Minchah: The sons of Aharon shall bring it before HaShem, to 
the front of the Altar. He (Aharon) shall separate from it with his three fingers-full some of the fine 
flour of the Korban Minchah and some of its oil, and all the frankincense that is on the Korban Min-
chah, and he shall cause them to go up in smoke on the Altar for a satisfying aroma – its memorial 
portion unto HaShem. Aharon and his sons shall eat what is left of it; it shall be eaten as Matzah in 
a holy place, in the Courtyard of the Tent of Meeting shall they eat it. It shall not be baked as Cho-
metz…” (Vayikra 6:7-10)  

In one of the songs sung at the end of the Seder, we find the following: 

“At his (Avraham’s) door You knocked in the heat of the day -    on Pesach; 

He satiated the angels with matzah-cakes -   on Pesach. 

And he ran to the herd, symbolic of the sacrifice -   of Pesach. 

And you shall say: -   This is the feast of Pesach.” 

Angels had been sent to apprise Avraham that he would have a son, “I will surely return to you at 
this time next year and behold Sarah your wife will have a son.” (Bereshis 18:10). Rashi comments 
that that day (and hence the day of Yitzchok’s birth the following year), was Pesach, but he does not 
give the source. Rav Yaakov Kaminetsky explains that the “gematria” of   למועד“( at this time”) is 
equal to  בפסח“( on Pesach”). (“The Haggadah of the Roshei Yeshiva”) Yitzchok himself was offered 
as a “Korban” by his father Avraham, and he agreed, which may make him the most holy of the 
“Avos,” and he established the Prayer of Minchah. 

There are two aspects of Matzah. On one hand, it is called  ,לחם עוניthe “Bread of Affliction,” for this 
was the only bread they were given to eat in Egypt, and therefore Matzah is a symbol of  ,עבדות
slavery, and yet it is also called  ,לחם שעונים עליו דברים הרבה“Bread about which there is much to 
say!” – meaning joyous reflections on the miracle of  ,חרותfreedom. 

The  רמח"לpoints out that the only ingredients of Matzah are flour and water. It is thus symbolic of 
the  ,יצר הטובthe desire for simple goodness, as opposed to  ,חמץleavened dough, which has as an 
ingredient  ,שאורyeast, which makes the dough rise, suggesting the arrogance of the  ,יצר הרעthe 
desire for beauty and attractiveness. Now it is certainly true that the  יצר הרעis necessary for life; else 
there would be no sexual desire, reproduction and creation of children, but it is necessary that, for a 
limited time of seven days, one’s focus should be only on the  , יצר הטובfor that allows the person to 
be receptive to  ,קדושהholiness, for the whole year. 

The  שפת אמתnotes that the four individuals who are obligated to express gratitude to HaShem by 
bringing a Korban Todah: travelers who have returned safely after traveling on the sea, or who have 
traveled in the desert and emerged safely, one who was very sick but recovered, and someone who 
was in prison but was released, bring a korban which consists of  חמץand  ,מצהbecause their 
salvation, was due in part to natural factors, whereas  יציאת מצריםhad no such admixture, but was 
entirely  ,למעלה מן הטבעand therefore is represented by the simplest food, namely matzah. 

The  שם משמואלobserves that the  מצה ראשונהrepresents  ,אתחלתא דגאולהthe Beginning of the 
Redemption, the  ,מצה אחרונהthe  ,אפיקומןrepresents the Final Redemption, and the  מרורin between 
represents the troubles that the Jewish people have had to endure throughout their history. 

Before singing the Hallel prayer, we say: “In every generation it is one’s duty to regard himself as if 
he personally had gone out of Egypt, as it says: ‘It was because of this that HaShem did for ‘me’ 
when I went out of Egypt.’ (Shemos 13:8) It was not only our fathers whom the Holy One, Blessed is 
He, redeemed from slavery; we, too, were redeemed with them, as it says: ‘He brought ‘us’ out from 
there so that He might take us to the land which He had promised to our fathers.’ ” And therefore, 
the Blessing made on the second of the four cups reads, “Blessed are You, HaShem, our G-d, King 
of the universe, Who redeemed us and redeemed our ancestors from Egypt, and enabled us to 
reach this night that we may eat on it Matzah and Maror. So, HaShem, our G-d and G-d of our fa-
thers, bring us also to future festivals and pilgrim holidays in peace, gladdened in the rebuilding of 
Your city, and joyful at Your service... We shall then sing a new song of praise to You for our Re-
demption and for the Liberation of our souls. Blessed are You, HaShem, Who has Redeemed Isra-
el.”
