Parashas Mishpatim«...4nd G-d Always Sides with the Underdog” (Koheles 3:15)

Parashas Mishpatim contains the nucleus of Jewish Legal Ethics, which are rooted in Com-
passion. The Written Torah and the Oral Torah both teach this lesson. Let us begin by listing
the five categories of Payments which the Torah requires for a physical assault on a fellow
human being: “Nezek,” Damages, for making it impossible for the victim to make a living, ei-
ther permanently or temporarily, in his usual manner, “Tzaar,” Physical Pain, “Ripuy,” Com-
pensation for Medical Expenses, “Sheves,” Unemployment Compensation, for the time that
the victim was unable to perform even the simplest job, such as being a watchman over a
field and finally, “Boshes,” Compensation for emotional damage, or humiliation, inflicted upon
the victim of the assault. The sum total of these payments can be substantial indeed.

Next, let us examine a case where there is a fascinating interplay between the Written and
the Oral Torah. In Parashas Mishpatim, we find, “An eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth, a
hand for a hand, a foot for a foot, a burn for a burn, a wound for a wound, a bruise for a
bruise.” (Shemos 21:24-25) Seems pretty clear-cut; the Torah is using the principle of “Midah
K’Neged Midah,” “Measure for Measure,” to determine the punishment for the perpetration of
a physical assault. Yet the Talmud in Bava Kamma, Perek HaChovel, says, “Why pay com-
pensation? Does the Divine Law not say, “An Eye for an Eye” ? Why not take this literally to
mean putting out the eye of the offender? — Let this not enter your mind, since it has been
taught: You might think that where he put out his eye, the eye of the offender should be put
out... Not so, for it is stated, “He that smites any man...and he that smites a beast...” just as
in the case of smiting a beast compensation is to be paid, so also in the case of smiting a
man, compensation is to be paid. And should this not satisfy you, note that it is stated,
“Moreover, you shall take no ransom for the life of a murderer, that is quilty of
death” (BaMidbar 35:31), implying that it is only for the life of a murderer that you may not
take a monetary ransom, whereas for major limbs that cannot be restored, you may take a
monetary ransom...”

Now, what is the difference between murder, in which a life is taken and assault, in which
major and vital parts of the body, such as an eye or a hand, may be damaged or destroyed?
The answer is not obvious, but once explained, is quite clear. An eye or a hand is physical
and mortal, and each is a wondrous creation of HaShem, and its destruction is a sin against
HaShem. But like most sins, it is subject to “Teshuvah,” Repentance, and “Kapparah,” Atone-
ment. But the taking of a life is qualitatively different, for it involves the taking of a
“Neshamah,” a Soul, which is not part of the physical world, is a “Chelek Eloka MiMaal,” a
Part of HaShem, so to speak, from the Spiritual World, Immortal and Eternal. The only kind
of “Teshuvah,” Repentance, possible in this case, and the only “Kapparah,” Atonement, pos-
sible, is if the one who took the life, pay with his own life, with his own “Neshamah,” his own
Soul.

We also find in Parashas Mishpatim the intensity of HaShem’s concern for widows and or-
phans: “You shall not cause pain to any widow or orphan. If you dare to cause them pain...!
— for if they cry out to Me, | shall surely hear their outcry. My wrath shall blaze and | shall kill
you by the sword, and your wives will be widows and your children orphans.” (Shemos 22:21
-23)

“When you lend money to My people, to the poor person who is with you, do not act toward
him as a creditor; do not lay interest upon him. If you take your fellow’s garment as security,
you will have till sunset to return it to him. For it alone is his clothing; it is his garment for his
skin — in what should he lie down? — so it will be that if he cries out to me, | shall listen, for |
am Compassionate.” (Shemos 22:24-26)

Now we come to a verse which may reveal the reason why it was necessary for the Jewish
People to serve as slaves in Egypt. “Do not oppress a stranger; you know the feelings of a
stranger, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt.” (Shemos 23:9)
